WHAT ARE YOUR 
RESPONSIBILITIES?
There is no cost to you for using the services 
provided by the ATR programs.  However, we 
need your assistance with completing a survey 
called the Government Performance and 
Results Act (GPRA). It is how the Federal 
Government monitors the program.  The GPRA 
is done when you first come in to discuss your 
needs and receive your service voucher, six 
months following this visit, and when you leave 
the program. Completing the GPRA is very 
important for the program to continue.  As an 
incentive, you will receive a $10 gift certificate 
for the GPRAs done at both your six month 
follow-up and at the conclusion of the program. 
All of your personal information is kept 
confidential.

▀  Individuals who are homeless

▀  Pregnant or parenting women

▀  Individuals re-entering society from the  
     criminal justice system

▀  Veterans

WHAT IS ATR?
Access to Recovery (ATR) is a program funded 
by the federal government through a grant to 
the Pennsylvania Department of Health, 
Bureau of Drug and Alcohol Progams.  The goal 
of the ATR program is to provide you with the 
recovery support services that match your 
needs and values.  The key is choice.  You will 
have the ability to choose the services you want 
and the provider who will offer these services.

KEEPING TRACK OF YOUR 
SERVICES AND SUPPORTS 
Your choices are recorded in a secure Internet- 
based voucher management system where all 
of your providers can coordinate with one 
another.  All information is kept confidential.

WHO ARE 
RECOVERY SPECIALISTS?
Recovery Specialists are people who will help 
you get the services you need and want.  Think 
of them as guides.  They will provide recovery 
education, care coordination and support 
through every phase of your ATR journey.

HOW DOES IT WORK?
Go to one of the ATR assessment sites or 
contact the Behavioral Health Special Initiative 
(BHSI) at 215-546-1200.  If eligible for services, 
the assessment site staff will work with you to 
determine what services you would like to 
receive and where you want to receive them.
