


COMPONENTS OF ATR 

CHOICE
One of the key features of the ATR grant is that 
people requesting services must be offered a 
choice.  This includes a choice of recovery 
support services as well as a choice of 
providers.

VOUCHERS
Individuals receiving services through ATR will 
receive vouchers that indicate the services and 
providers they have chosen as well as the date 
ranges of service delivery and the maximum 
number of units to be received.

WHO DOES ATR SERVE?
The Philadelphia ATR will serve uninsured 
and underinsured adults.  Priority populations 
are:

�n  Individuals who are homeless

�n  Pregnant or parenting women

�n  Individuals re-entering society from the  
     criminal justice system

�n  Veterans

WHAT IS ATR?
Access to Recovery (ATR) is a four year federal 
grant from the Substance Abuse and Mental 
Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) to 
the Pennsylvania Department of Health, 
Bureau of Drug and Alcohol Programs.  The 
goals of the grant are to expand treatment 
capacity, provide choice for people seeking 
recovery and increase the array of faith and 
community-based providers of recovery 
support services in Philadelphia.

GOVERNMENT 
PERFORMANCE AND 
RESULTS ACT  
A Government Performance and Results Act 
(GPRA) survey is required by the Federal 
Government and administered three times to 
each individual participating in the ATR grant.  

The initial GPRA will be done at the 
assessment center and two follow-ups will be 
conducted by ATR Recovery Specialists.  A 
minimum 80 percent GPRA follow-up rate is 
required, which makes maintaining locator 
information on each ATR participant critical to 
ongoing funding and support.

VOUCHER MANAGEMENT 
SYSTEM 
The Voucher Management System (VMS) is a 
secure Internet-based system for maintaining 
information about individuals receiving services 
from ATR, including demographics, vouchers, 
services and billing.  All data will be collected by 
the VMS.
