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Emergency Alert System (EAS)/Emergency Management Network Training (EMnet)
This course is presented by the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA) Emergency Alert System (EAS) Coordinator to provide accessible Emergency Alert Standard Operating Procedures for the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
PURPOSE:  To certify selected individuals in Emergency Alert Activations.  To provide guidance to State EMA and 9-1-1 Center Directors and Staff; on the activation of the Emergency Alert System (EAS) and standard formatting for EAS messages.

JUSTIFICATION: The Emergency Alert System (EAS) provides Government Officials the capability to provide immediate communications and information to the general public at the State and Local Area levels during periods of emergency. An emergency event or deliberate series of events that threatens the lives of persons in the Commonwealth can occur suddenly.  Such a situation may require authorized officials to inform the public and issue instructions for their protection and safety through the activation of the Emergency Alert System (EAS). The manner in which these instructional messages are created must not be left to chance.
TARGET AUDIENCE: County EMA and 9-1-1 Center Directors and Staff.  Because proper training is so critical, it is mandated that all personnel who have responsibilities for initiating Emergency Alert Activations attend formal EAS Training.
