Kevin O.
Kevin is 54 years old and lives in Northeast Pennsylvania. He retired after 30 years of service but is too young for Medicare. He has three conditions which insurance companies have told him currently disqualify him from coverage and care – hypertension, high cholesterol and acid reflux. He has been living without coverage for five years. During this time, an emergency trip to the hospital landed him with a $5,000 bill – which he continues to pay off.   
Catherine D.
Cathy came to Northeast Pennsylvania to care for family members with health problems -- and it was there five years ago that she was injured in a serious traffic accident. Prior to that point, she had not been sick a day in her life. But from that point on                                                                                                                           – she has been consumed with navigating her care without insurance. It has drained her physically and financially.  She has been refused services at times. She has had to barter for care. And at times, even had to tend her own wounds.   When her physical therapist heard about PA Fair Care on the radio, she called Cathy immediately to tell her to apply online.                          
Valerie A. 
Valerie A., a 42 year-old educator, was determined to be disabled by her doctor in 2006. Unable to afford insurance premiums and rejected due to pre-existing conditions, she has received occasional care from local free clinics.  The free clinics were unable to provide testing and recently lost their source of various sample medications, one of which Valerie has been on since 2005 and costs $100 per month.  The physician who Valerie sees there has been unavailable, so she has gone without two medications for months. 
Valerie is disabled and continues to work but she is limited to part-time work with no benefits. If Valerie receives this insurance, she hopes to seek solutions to her medical problems and return to full-time employment.  
Kevin, Cathy and Valerie are not alone in seeking coverage without finding an affordable option – until PA Fair care. Many individuals with high-cost medical conditions are often denied coverage in the individual market. This will stop in 2014.
