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Purpose:  To provide a format for court orders committing Title IV-E eligible delinquent children to Title IV-E eligible placements where the court has determined that “reasonable efforts” were not made to prevent or eliminate the need for removal of the juvenile from the home.

Key provisions:  Includes required “contrary to the welfare of the juvenile” language and language documenting the court’s determination that “reasonable efforts” were not made to prevent or eliminate the need for removal of the juvenile from the home.

If this document is not utilized:  Ensure that any such court order includes language documenting the court’s determination that “to allow this juvenile to remain in the home would be contrary to the juvenile’s welfare” and the court’s determination regarding whether “reasonable efforts” were or were not made to prevent or eliminate the need for removal of the juvenile from the home.  In addition, ensure that any such order includes the name of the caregiver(s) from whose home the juvenile was removed and the relationship of the caregiver(s) to the juvenile.
