transportation by truck is a key element of interstate commerce in this nation and, in
particular, this Commonwealth; and

effective communication between State officials and motor carrier representatives is
necessary to successful administration of motor carrier programs and to improve ef-
ficiency of State and motor carrier operations; and

the safe and efficient transportation of goods by motor carriers is vital to the economy
of Pennsylvania; and

the National Governors’ Association has called for establishment of joint industry/
government advisory committees to focus on the motor carrier industry and uniformity
in the various states; and

cooperative efforts between the motor carrier industry and State government can be use
ful in addressing issues of common concern.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Robert P. Casey, Governor of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and
other laws, and in recognition that it is in the best interest of the Commonwealth to promote uni-
formity, safe and efficient transportation of goods by motor carrier, do hereby establish the Motor
Carrier Advisory Committee (hereinafter referred to as “the Committee”, as hereinafter set forth:

1. Purpose of the Committee. The Committee is established to provide advice and rec-
ommendations to the Governor and the citizens of Pennsylvania on motor carrier issues in order to pro-
vide for uniformity, safety, and the efficiency of motor carrier transportation, and to further the
goals of the Commonwealth.

2. Composition. The following officials or their designated representatives will serve
as members of the Committee:

a. The Secretary of Transportation, who shall serve as Chairman.

b. The Executive Director of the Governor’s Policy Office.

C. The Secretary of Revenue.

d. The Commissioner of the Pennsylvania State Police.



e. The Secretary of Commerce.

f. The Secretary of Agriculture.

9. The Chairman of the Public Utility Commission.

h. Four members shall be appointed from the Pennsylvania General Assembly in the
following manner:

(1) Two members from the House of Representatives, one from the majority party
and one from the minority party, appointed by the Speaker of the House.

(2) Two members from the Senate, one from the majority party and one from the
minority party, appointed by the President Pro Tempore.

i. The President of the Pennsylvania Motor Trucking Association.

j. The Chairman of the Pennsylvania Transportation Advisory Committee.

k. Ten representatives from labor and industry to be appointed by the Governor for
two year terms, from such categories as:

(1) Common Commodity Carrier.

(2) Private Carrier.

(3) Rental Carrier.

(4) Heavy Hauling.

(5) Owner-Operator.

(6) Logging.

(7) Bulk Hauler.

3. Administration.

a. The Motor Carrier Advisory Committee shall meet at least twice each year. Ad-
ditional meetings shall be at the discretion of the Chairman.

b. Bylaws of the Committee shall be drafted by the membership.

C. An annual report of the Committee’s previous years’ activities shall be prepared
for the Governor.

4. Effective Date. This order shall take effect immediately.

5. Termination Date. The duties and responsibilities of the Motor Carrier Advisory Com-
mittee shall be reviewed and if not reconstituted, shall terminate on December 31, 1991.
